FCXC Disciplinary Matrix
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Verbal warning – The coaches will talk with the student/athlete about their behavior (unless the violation is extreme).  These types of offenses include being late to practice, missing practice, attitude problems, or cursing.

Written warning – The student/athlete will be given a document indicating their misbehavior.  This level of offense is more serious and will lead to a suspension upon the next incident.  Examples would include repeated tardies or absences from practice or being assigned to in-school suspension.

Suspension – The student/athlete will be allowed to attend the next team meet.  This means he/she will not travel with the team for an away meet.  He/she will still be expected to be a part of practice each day.  These types of offenses would usually be repeated incidents of the misbehaviors listed above.
Expulsion – The student/athlete will no longer be a part of the team.  Examples of these types of offenses are repeated incidents of the misbehaviors listed above or being suspended from school.
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
